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ATLAS was named for the Titan who holds the sky, an act of strength 
defined by endurance.

Above him sit the Pleiades, a small gathering of stars that has guided 
people for generations. Long before maps or calendars, they marked 
when to plant and when to harvest, when to set out and when to 
return, when to gather and when to begin again. They formed a shared 
rhythm, recognised across cultures and carried through memory rather 

than instruction.

In Greek myth, the Pleiades are the seven daughters of ATLAS. Each is 
distinct in nature, yet bound beneath the same sky. Their stories are 
cyclical rather than fixed, appearing, fading, and returning in new light.
